Tree Care. TNC and our partners are building 
a greener city.

Trees also reduce temperatures in the city by 
as much as 14 degrees, combating “urban 
heat island effect,” which makes cities hotter 
than surrounding areas due to pavement and 
buildings absorbing and retaining heat.
